The City of Leicester Local Plan (Adopted January 2006) contains three policies that seek to address climate change and specifically relate to energy efficiency, renewable energy and combined heat and power.  These policies are titled Urban Design 04 (Energy Efficiency), Built Environment 16 (Renewable Energy) and Built Environment 17 (Combined Heat and Power and Community Heating).  





A Supplementary Planning Document entitled, Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy has also been adopted. It supplements, and gives further practical advice on how to achieve, the policies and their objectives.  Through this work, conditions have been attached to approximately sixty five planning consents. In addition, the Council has required the applicants to submit energy statements before construction of a development is begun. After consideration of these statements, conditions have been applied to planning consents that require developments to source a certain percentage of their energy requirements from renewable sources.  Some developments are required to create a proportion of their own energy needs, on site, through renewable/sustainable means.





These Applications have ranged from new and converted flats, housing developments, industrial units and school buildings.
