Beaumont Lodge Primary School

We wish to apply for the Green Lamp Award and support our application with the following information.

 Foundation –children have read Percy the Park –keeper as a stimulus to discuss nature and conservation. They have collected leaves and discussed the changing seasons.

Year 1and 2- children have grown plants and learned how to care for them.

They have visited Conkers to extend their knowledge of the environment and used natural resources for art work.

Year 3 and 4- children have grown plants from seeds and learned how to provide the best growing conditions. They have also cared for the tubs in our courtyard area to improve their environment. A visit to Cropston made them aware of the different habitats needed to sustain wildlife and how easy it is for us to thoughtlessly destroy the delicate balance needed.

Year 5 and 6- Children have carried out experiments to show how specific the conditions in habitats have to be to support individual species of mini beasts.

During a residential visit to Kingswood children went on an ECO trail which made them aware of the diversity of wildlife in a seemingly barren area. They used databases to identify and classify the creatures found.

This work supports the National Curriculum but as a school we are dedicated to widen our activities outside of normal school hours.

We are an EMAS accredited school and a group of children belong to the EMAS team and take part in activities to promote environmental issues. Over the last year they have recycled paper, card and phones and looked after trees through the spring and summer months which they planted the previous November. They have planted bulbs for the benefit of the local community, put up bird boxes and insect houses in the wildlife area, planted tubs and sinks and cared for them. They have helped the care-taker with litter picking round the school grounds. They have made posters to put up in school highlighting environmental issues and run a competition to make children aware of them.

Children supported Walk to School week by collecting data and displaying  this in school in graph form. They have also recently been involved in putting together a bid for a grant to put an allotment on our school grounds.

Much of this work has increased the children’s knowledge of ways they can help to improve the environment. 

Our Premises Officer and EMAS co-ordinator have also attended a course to learn more about EMAS work in schools and this included practical training on COSHH, Legionella and EMAS waste documents.  We have since tried some of the products recommended.
