Party for the Planet, Clapham Common, 7th July 2007.

The C-Change project is a national, youth-lead initiative that was devised in 2006. It is funded by DEFRA’s Climate Challenge Fund to inform young people (aged 13-25) about climate change in an entertaining, empowering and inspirational way. My role within this scheme is as a member on the voluntary steering committee, which is comprised of around 20 young people. Doing a degree in ecology and conservation allowed me to know the science behind climate change whilst still knowing what young people enjoy. We created the ideas for 6 events to be held throughout 2007-2008 that would appeal to young people; including a marquee to visit festivals, a battle of the bands and visuals for club nights. I personally suggested the idea of a party similar to a carnival and was therefore in charge of that particular group. 


Furthermore, I helped to run a stall at the Evington Fete alongside a sustainable pizza trailer, discussing the idea behind C-Change, informing people of further events and carrying out questionnaires to measure attitudes towards climate change.

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The C-Change project was aimed to try to change people’s attitudes towards climate change rather than their actions. This gives more difficulty for measuring the impact. However, the project has successfully been measuring opinions throughout the events via a questionnaire. This is given out before the participants see our work. A follow-up questionnaire is then sent to the same people to see if any attitudes have changed. These results are currently being analysed, however comments from the general public show very positive feedback and I feel that people have been informed further on the facts about climate change.











We have run 4 out of the 6 events starting off with our ‘Face Your [carbon] Elephant’ tent. It spent the summer going to festivals and camps including Glastonbury and the World Scout Jamboree. I helped with all activities within the tent including showing young people how to put together small solar kits, using hydrogen powered toy cars and smoothie making using just pedal power.


The other events included hosting a ‘Party for the Planet’ and ‘Battle of the Bands’ on the 7th July on Clapham Common. I was promoting having fun in a carbon neutral way, being in charge of the craft area, but among other activities there were also different types of bikes, local food, drama, and then bands in the evening.


Also during the summer, I attended the Evington Fete and personally promoted the C-Change project to a specific Leicester audience.


I helped at the co-operative film festival in Bradford, which had a C-Change area and screening of films made by young people.


Our final two events will be club nights, (all of which I am attending) with positive visuals of the climate and a final conference in London for sixth form students and politicians with an interactive radio and web show alongside it.
