EMAS stands for Eco-Management and Audit Scheme. It is a voluntary European environmental management scheme aimed at helping organisations to help themselves and the environment. In Leicester EMAS is being used as a tool for schools to evaluate, report and improve their environmental performance. It is believed that through working on the EMAS project schools and pupils have realised that the environment acts not only as a vehicle to enthuse and motivate pupils about learning but also it has become apparent that it is an excellent tool to unite children of all abilities and emotional and behavioural needsaround learning about how to help their environment.
The EMAS in Schools project has supported the first 18 schools in the UK to gain this prestigious European Environmental award. This project is delivered by Environ, supported by Leicester City Council and funded by the NRF. The opportunity has arisen, through continued funding from the Neighbourhood Renewal Unit and co-ordination from Environ, for a further 32 schools to join the project over the next 2 years. This will mean that nearly 100% of schools in the Neighbourhood Renewal Areas in Leicester will have the opportunity to improve their environmental performance through direct links with the National Curriculum.  

The environment is one of our most valuable tools for the education of our future generations.
