Knighton Park is a well established inner-city green area and supplies an important leisure facility for the local population of South Knighton, Stoneygate, Wigston, Oadby and further afield.  The park includes children’s play areas, formal flower and shrub beds, a rock garden, a wildlife pond, and sports facilities.  There are groves of native and foreign trees, and on the edge of the park is Knighton Spinney, an area of woodland which dates back over 200 years and is the most important wildlife reserve in the area.
Although the park is managed by Leicester City Council, the Friends of Knighton Park have extensive input on how the park is run.  A newsletter is circulated three times a year to keep Friends informed and involved, and regular meetings are held for all park users to discuss progress and to invite feedback.  Continuing and planned projects include updating the handout identifying tree species in the park, improving information for park users, erecting bat and bird boxes, encouraging schools to use the ponds and other areas of the park for educational purposes, and providing more attractions at the already highly successful annual Fun Day.  A Green Life Award would help this work continue.”
