The school, which is an EMAS school, decided to try to increase the number of students who cycle to school, both to reduce traffic on the roads and to improve levels of health.  

The school emphasises the benefits of cycling and has over 60 pupils and 10 staff who regularly cycle to school.  It has plans to improve cycle storage and to promote training and safety.   The school also has ambitious plans to install a large wind turbine in the school grounds to provide renewable energy for the school.
